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The EU REACH Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 came into effect on 1 June 2007 to
improve the way chemicals on their own, in substances/mixtures and in articles,’ are
managed across Europe.

In line with the Canon Group’'s commitment to environmental responsibility, we take
a proactive approach to ensure continuous compliance with all of our obligations
under REACH.

Communication on Substances of Very High Concern (SVHCs)

The Candidate List of Substances of Very High Concern under Article 59 of REACH
was first published on 28 October 2008 and is updated regularly. The current version
of the Candidate List can be found on the European Chemicals Agency website.

Canon Europe’s supply chain is subject to our stringent Green Procurement
programme and we request our suppliers to provide us with comprehensive
information on the presence of substances, including SVHCs, in the items that they
supply to us. We regularly update our supplier survey to reflect changes in global
legislations which may affect our products (i.e. electrical and electronic products),
including revisions to the Candidate List.

As a producer and supplier of articles, we have an obligation under Article 33 of
REACH to communicate information on SVHCs which are present above a threshold
limit of 0.1% weight by weight per article.
